‘‘(b) LIMITED LIABILITY FOR THE UNITED STATES 5

OLYMPIC COMMITTEE, NATIONAL GOVERNING BODIES, 6

OLYMPIC COMMITTEE TO INVESTIGATE AND RESOLVE 8

SEXUAL MISCONDUCT ALLEGATIONS.—9

graphs (2), no civil or criminal action may be 11

brought in any Federal or State court against the 12

United States Olympic Committee, a national gov-13

erning body, or an amateur sports organization, fa-14

cility, or event under the jurisdiction of a national 15

governing body, or an entity designated by the 16

United States Olympic Committee to investigate and 17

resolve sexual misconduct allegations described in 18

subsection (a)(11), including any director, officer, 19

employee, or agent of such entity, if the action arises 20

from the execution of the responsibilities or func-21

tions described in subsection (a)(11). 22

‘‘(2) INTENTIONAL, RECKLESS, OR OTHER MIS-23

CONDUCT.—Paragraph (1) shall not apply to a civil 24

or criminal action if the United States Olympic 25
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Committee, a national governing body, an amateur 1

sports organization, facility, or event under the ju-2

risdiction of a national governing body, or an entity 3

designated by the United States Olympic Committee 4

to investigate and resolve sexual misconduct allega-5

tions described in subsection (a)(11), or a director, 6

officer, employee, or agent of such entity acted or 7

failed to act—8

‘‘(A) with reckless disregard for a risk of 9

causing injury; or 10

‘‘(B) for a purpose unrelated to the per-11

formance of any responsibility or function de-12

scribed in subsection (a)(11). 13

‘‘(3) LIMITED EFFECT.—Nothing in this section 14

shall apply to any act or omission arising out of any 15

responsibility or function not described in subsection 16

  (1) In general Except as provided in paragraphs (2), no civil or criminal action may be brought in any Federal or State court against the United States Olympic Committee, a national governing body, or an amateur sports organization, facility, or event under the jurisdiction of a national governing body, or an entity designated by the United States Olympic Committee to investigate and resolve sexual misconduct allegations described in subsection (a)(11), including any director, officer, employee, or agent of such entity, if the action arises from the execution of the responsibilities or functions described in subsection (a)(11). 
  (2) Intentional, reckless, or other misconduct Paragraph (1) shall not apply to a civil or criminal action if the United States Olympic Committee, a national governing body, an amateur sports organization, facility, or event under the jurisdiction of a national governing body, or an entity designated by the United States Olympic Committee to investigate and resolve sexual misconduct allegations described in subsection (a)(11), or a director, officer, employee, or agent of such entity acted or failed to act— 
  (A) with reckless disregard for a risk of causing injury; or 
  (B) for a purpose unrelated to the performance of any responsibility or function described in subsection (a)(11).
